Bob Cooke

One’s first steps into Bob’s apartment reveal a large world map, rolled out and hanging on the wall; a
map where Bob has placed pins in every country and location he has been to. The map is thickly
studded in all four directions. From Bob’s early years, through his career, and into his journeys in
photography, Bob’s passion and curiosity about the natural world shine through.

Bob was born in Southern California in 1935 to parents who had a tree nursery. He says that at that
time “the state allowed kids like me - beginning at age 14 - to have drivers' licenses, so that meant
growing up in the Hot Rod culture, creating street-wise hot rods. Fun, adventure and creativity!” Bob’s
life certainly continued with all three — adventures in travel and experiences, writing three books, and
having fun doing it all.

Bob spent four years in the Coast Guard, then went on to college where he discovered a love of writing
in a required English course. When his teacher approached him in a cafeteria line and told him that he
liked his writing, that was all the encouragement Bob needed to decide on English as his major.

Bob had a long career as a science writer for “many largish papers,” as he puts it, as well as the
Associated Press (AP). He also authored three science-related books. Bob became interested in science
in high school, when he took a school trip to Caltech to hear research on liquid air. That whet his
appetite. Once out of college he started in daily journalism with a small paper in Pomona, CA, moved
to the AP bureau in Los Angeles, then to Caltech, the Pasadena Star-News, and the Boston Globe. He
also worked at the Atlanta Constitution, and finally, Newsday on Long Island. Bob says, “It was
mostly fun, with a few terrifying moments.”

Bob typically wrote stories dealing with ongoing scientific and biomedical research and also covered
aerospace, specifically unmanned missions to the moon and planets. But he took assignments about
whatever interested him. While at the AP he did a story on Dr. Charles Richter, the creator of the
Richter Scale. His article went out over the wire and was picked up by the LA Times, the NY Times
and the Washington Post. This got his name noticed. In 1980 he covered the eruption of Mt. St. Helen’s
and, by happenstance, met a pilot who was going to fly over the mountain. He flew over the volcano
while it was “burping.” In 1986 he covered the explosion of the reactor at the Chernobyl Nuclear
Power Plant.

Bob has published three books:
Improving on Nature (1980) — about
the challenges, the potential benefits
and the perils associated with genetic
engineering; Earthfire: The Eruption of
Mount St. Helens (1982) - about the
worldwide chains of cause and effect
beyond Mount St. Helens; and Dr.
Folkman's War: Angiogenesis and the
Struggle to Defeat Cancer (2001) —
about Dr. Judah Folkman, a pioneer in
the field of angiogenesis - the
formation of new blood vessels. Bob
met Dr. Folkman at a talk Dr. Folkman
gave in Boston, developed a
relationship, and went on to get the
exclusive story on Dr. Folkman’s
research.

Bob describes himself as an enthusiastic
“hobby photographer.” He uses a Nikon digital
camera, but only shares his images via prints,
so the club has not seen his images during the
Covid/Zoom era. He belongs not only to AVCC
but also to the Sudbury Valley Nature
Photographers. He has taken thousands of
photos on his travels. In the US, he has
traveled to the Puget Sound, the Oregon coast,
the Grand Tetons, up and down the Maine
coast, and the east coast of Canada to name a
few places. He also took a trip down the
Colorado River in AZ and through the Grand
Canyon. Some of these trips were with AVCC.
He has traveled far and wide outside of the US Ice 6 - Bob Cooke

for work, for photography, and for adventure.

He has been from the North Pole to the South

Pole; to Hawaii, China, Hong Kong, Bhutan, South Africa, and Botswana, among many other places.
One of his favorite trips was to the Svalbard Peninsula, a Norwegian archipelago north of mainland
Norway and 500 miles from the North Pole, an area so remote that there are more polar bears than
people. Another “terrific trip” he mentions was to the Pantanal Region of Brazil. He excitedly lists
some of the wildlife he saw on that trip - crocodiles, a huge variety of fish, jaguars, and other exotic
creatures.

Bob offers some tips to fellow club members: for photo tours, he highly recommends Van Os Photo
Safaris — https://photosafaris.com; for printing and framing he goes to “Framed in Time” in

Framingham for the mounting and matting, then heads to the back wall of Savers in Marlboro. There he
scouts out pictures whose frames he likes and buys them for only $5 or $6.

Bob’s passion, curiosity and enthusiasm radiate out of him, and are represented by the dozens of

framed photos hanging on and leaning against nearly every wall. “Fun, adventure and creativity”
indeed!

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Tips and Tricks - January’s Theme: Still Life Photography

Tips for Still Life Photography

Still Life Photography falls within the realm of Fine Art Photography. It’s a form of photography
where we essentially use our artistic vision to bring inanimate objects to “life,” using our camera lens
to tell their story. Food photography is a form of Still Life Photography that seeks to depict foods in an
attractive way. Product photography is also considered Still Life, but instead of creating a narrative,
the focus is more on promoting the product itself, without distraction. Under the umbrella of Still Life,
we have Found Still Life and Created Still Life. In Found Still Life, we may stumble upon a scene
(such as in a kitchen or or in a workshop) and then compose and capture the image, highlighting the
beauty of everyday items. In Created Still Life, we have a vision and look for items to assemble to
bring it to fruition. For those new to photography or those trying to hone their skills, Still Life
Photography is ideal because it allows you to build your foundational skills. You have an opportunity
to set forth your vision in a setting where you have control over everything and can arrange and
rearrange your elements until you get them exactly how you want them. You can try different camera
settings and experiment with different light sources without challenging the patience of your
cooperative inanimate subjects. You can take the time to become more familiar with the intricate
workings of your camera. So, as we put away our holiday decorations and look for indoor pursuits to
fend off the winter blues, why not try your hand at Still Life Photography? We have put together some
tips and tricks to consider as you envision and plan your own still life scene. And while we’re at it, we
hope you will bring your expertise to our HiJinx on February 3rd. We look forward to seeing what you
come up with!

Recommended equipment:

e Camera.

e Lenses: The 50 mm prime lens is the classic lens for Still
Life, but you can also use a macro lens to highlight
intricate details or even a telephoto lens to properly fill
the frame.

* Sturdy tripod.

* Remote shutter release.

Other equipment that might come in handy:
* 51in 1 reflector and diffuser kit.

* Dulling spray (to reduce shine on objects).

* Speed light or strobe.

* Flashlight or external flash.

* Soft box.

Setting the scene

* Preparing: Prior to starting your session, it might be wise to study the work of prominent Still Life
Photographers. Think about your own goals. What is important to you? What message would you like
to convey through your work?

* Setup: Because your scene will probably be small, a tabletop will generally be the best place for your
setup. In fact, tabletops are the most commonly used setup in Still Life Photography.

* Background: You can generally choose your own background for Still Life, and subdued
backgrounds work best. You don’t want to distract from your subject. If you use a table cloth or some
form of linen, make sure it is ironed so there are no distracting creases (unless they are part of the
story). You can even use a canvas to paint your own background. Other examples of backgrounds
might include pieces of wood, wallpaper, linens, drop cloths, or other materials. You might consider
using real velvet (not crushed velvet) because it absorbs the light without giving off a shine.

* Props: Props can also be used to add to the story or help make the image cohesive and meaningful.
Interesting props might include vintage items, objects with unique character, or objects that relate to
your theme. Placing your items on a mirror may add interest (if it fits with your theme).

* Subject Matter: The sky is the limit in terms of what you choose to put in your still life scene or
what theme you may choose. Ideas for still life subjects include flowers, fruits, kitchen utensils, or
tools. Your theme may be a color. Or a season. Or something different altogether. Make sure your
items work together and don’t appear random. For example, if your theme is Fall, make sure the
colors are appropriate and that you don’t include fruits that are not in season (like strawberries). You
may want to get very creative and photograph something out of the ordinary, like a popsicle in the
process of melting.

* Arrangement: As you arrange your items, try to place them strategically to use the shapes to provide
leading lines. Look for an interesting geometric perspective. Make sure the scene is well balanced
and free of empty gaps or overly busy areas (unless they are part of your story).

* Colors: Work with the color wheel. Remember that opposite colors are complimentary and work well
together while colors next to one another on the color wheel can be very impactful. Black & White
also works very well for Still Life, allowing you to place emphasis on textures, tones, and shapes.

» Composition: Your composition should follow the Rule of Thirds. You should also consider using the
Rule of Odds. Because our brains are programmed to try to put everything in order, we typically look
to arrange things in pairs. In an image with an odd number of items, it’s not very easy for us to put
things “in order.” This results in our brains concentrating more and longer on the image, thereby
generating more interest. Consider arranging your items at different heights and depths within the
scene. Adding props can help achieve this. Zenfolio recommends that you use a “hero object” that
leads the viewer’s eye into the scene. For example, a brightly colored object on a duller background
can serve as your hero object. Try photographing your scene from different angles and heights. You
may also consider employing a flat lay composition, where you shoot your images from above,
looking down.

* Movement: Although still life involves inanimate objects, you can consider adding movement to
your scene. An example might be a music box with a spinning ballerina.

* Lighting: Side lighting works best for still life photography. If you place the light source so that the
scene is lit from left to right, it will guide the viewer through the image as if they were reading a
book. Pay attention to your shadows because they can add interest (or take away from it). There is
more on lighting below.

+ Evaluating your image: Ask yourself the following questions: Is your scene well balanced? Is your
composition strong? Is it cohesive and meaningful? Have you conveyed a narrative? Have you
conveyed your message?

Lighting Considerations

« Examples of light sources may include indirect light through the window, a lamp, a flashlight, or a
candle. Beautiful lighting may foster moody or painterly effects.

* Natural lighting works very well with Still Life. You will find the best natural light on overcast days.

* If you are working near a window, you should avoid direct sunlight. If there is too much sunlight,
consider adding a sheer white curtain to diffuse it. A diffuser can also reduce hard shadows.

* If your shadows are too harsh, consider adding another light source.

* Colored reflectors can add warmth and help to bring out specific colors and tones.

* Using a flash can result in very flat, hard lighting. This can be improved by using an off-camera light
source.

* Avoid overhead lighting.

+ Side lighting works best.

* Consider using split lighting. With split lighting, the light source is on one side of the subject, leaving
the scene half illuminated and half in shadow. This gives a sense of drama and contrast.

Additional tips on Lighting from Jane Parker: As far as lighting goes... I love the light you get
through a north-facing window. The bigger the window, the better. You get no direct sunlight, and the
window behaves like a giant diffuser panel. Place a white reflector on the shadow side of the subject,
and the shadows will still be visible, but they'll become softened, and you get beautiful, wrap-around
light.

High Key versus Low Key in Still Life Photography

» With high key still life photography, there is even light throughout. The colors are vibrant. There are
brightly lit details, and there are soft shadows. The focus is on color and details.

» With low key still life photography, the scene is dimly lit and moody. There are harsher shadows and
more contrast. This works well with B&W and emphasizes textures, shapes, and form. To take a low
key still life shot, use a fast shutter speed, low ISO, and narrow aperture so the only light visible is
from your light source.

Suggested camera settings for Still Life Photography

» Shoot in manual mode

» Aperture: /8 is the standard choice, but you may increase or decrease the f/stop based on how much
of the image you want to keep in sharp focus.

* A shutter speed of 1/60 or slower is recommended, which is why it is important to use a tripod.

» Keep your ISO as low as possible to reduce graininess.

* Light painting: You may want to refer to the previous AVCC presentation on Light Painting by
Harold Ross or refer to this how to article: Light-Painted Photos. When light painting you illuminate
the image in strategic locations using a moving light source over a longer period of time (up to 10-30
seconds or more).
